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The Private Practitioners Network was established in 2002 at the Brisbane Congress. The aim of the Network is to address issues of particular concern to private practitioners. It meets 3-4 times a year by teleconference. Members of the committee are from each Branch and are usually a Branch Committee representative for Private Practice. Over the past 3 years it has held regular workshops at each Congress dealing with topics such as How to establish a Private Practice, Training in Private Practice and Psychiatrist/General Practitioners Liaison. It developed a Mission Statement which has been widely published in psych-e-bulletin and Australasian Psychiatry.
At this workshop the Network is interested in looking at how private practitioners can become more involved in the Network by widening the avenues of communications. The challenge to private practitioners is to put aside your apathy about the College and to become actively involved within the College. How and where do private practitioners belong within the College system? How can the Network represent the diversity of views and needs that are present within private psychiatric practice?
